When he grows up, he honors
the memory by attempting to fulfill his father's dream of flying. Adjusting the Da Vinci-like wings his father had
constructed, he achieves his goal, and while soaring over the water feels his father with him again. Elemental and
sophisticated at once. Ages five to seven.
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
