Contemplative, gentle, 
and wise, Weiner’s story, told by Trudy Ludwig and depicted through Craig Orback’s tasteful yet realistic artwork, 
helps young readers understand the injustice of stereotyping and the poignancy of love and kindness, even if it must 
remain hidden. Ages six and up.
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
