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Like a sunset streaked across fresh snow, the colors of this story are as cozy as its message of taking care of
others—and the planet. Decked in pink and yellow, Poe is a bright spot against the harshness of the Arctic, where she
lives all alone. When Lars, a hungry polar bear, destroys her home, the two strike a deal: Poe will feed Lars if Lars
rebuilds her home. A near miss with thin ice cements a friendship that can withstand even Arctic winds.
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
