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A young woman sees an exquisite sorrow and longing through the eyes of a man residing in a 

shelter; she suddenly realizes she has seen the eyes of Jesus, changing her life’s direction. A 

man saw his grammar school in a soft, celestial luminosity and heard the words “Dreams may 

fade, but God is always near.” This vision helped him readjust his view of life as more than only 

accomplishments.
